Earlier this year motorcyclists
were warned that a new kind of
speed camera was on the
county’s roads – and already the
message seems to have hit
home.

The van, which has multi-
direction cameras and
recording systems to identify
drivers from front, side and
rear, is the Norfolk Safety
Camera Partnership’s latest
weapon in the fight to cut road
accidents.

And the word on the street is
that bikers are modifying their
behaviour to make sure they’re
not caught. In fact, since the
new van hit the roads, no
motorcyclist has been caught on
camera speeding, which makes
the partnership’s Bryan
Edwards very happy.

He told the Evening News:
“From a road-safety aspect that
has to be a success. We have
said since 2001 that the best
camera is the one that does not
catch anything. Excessive speed
is socially unacceptable and it’s
the biggest complaint from the
public to police and county
councils. 

“Word has got around the
East of England that we have
got this camera and bikers are
modifying their behaviour and
slowing down. We don’t want to
ban motorcycles from Norfolk;
we welcome motorcyclists to
visit Norfolk, but we welcome
responsible drivers who obey
the law, which applies to
motorcyclists, as it does to every
other road user. 

“It’s especially important now
because the number of
motorcyclists on the roads is
soaring as they’re cheaper to
buy and you can be younger
driving them.”

Training officer Chris Smith
added: “Since the launch you
can sit on the A47, where the
speed limit is 60mph, and all the
motorbikes will be coming down
the road at 60mph.We never had
that before.”

Although the camera has not
caught any speeding bikers, it

has caught motorists tailgating
– something that previously
could not be picked up.

Mr Smith said: “Tailgating is
not an offence, but careless
driving and driving without
care and consideration are, and
this information can be passed
on to the police.”

The Evening News joined Mr
Smith in the county’s new
multi-angled speed camera van.

Whereas speed camera bosses
might not top the popularity
stakes for the average person in
the street, the training officer is
keen to point out that his job is
all about road safety, and
nothing to do with penalising
drivers. He says there’s no
hidden agenda, and he does not
get paid any extra if he catches
more motorists. 

His day consists of parking
the van for up to 90 minutes at a
time in known trouble spots and
then recording any vehicles
breaking the speed limit. 

He said: “If no offences are
recorded during the session no
one is questioned why or is told
to get more. I would leave the
job if that were the case.”

Mr Smith said Norfolk’s
yellow safety camera vans are
never hidden from view, and
their location is always
published in local media in
advance, providing more
evidence they are not trying to
catch motorists out.

However, despite this, he says
it seems some people will never
accept the cameras are there to
do a worthwhile job.

He added: “One of my
colleagues had a piece of
concrete thrown at the van, but
that was several years ago, and
things like that don’t happen
now. Even so, I still need to put a
call into the police to tell them
where we are in case we need the
cavalry to come charging in.”

When the Evening News
visited it, the van was stopped
in a lay-by on the dual
carriageway A47 in Costessey,
coming out of Norwich. 

Mr Smith said: “Each chosen
site has to have the speed
camera sign prominently
displayed. The location is based
on research on the number of
killed or seriously injured
incidents at the stretch of road,

or on feedback from our little
black boxes, which are dotted
around the city, recording
traffic movement. Safer
neighbourhood teams also ask
for known troublespots to be
visited.”

The speed equipment takes
about 10 minutes to put up or to
dismantle. The side cameras
have to be manually adjusted
and then the operator has to
align the laser onto the stretch
of road he’s concentrating on. If
the front number plate cannot
be detected the new camera can
be used to record it when it goes
by or even after it has passed.

The cameras are constantly
recording, but it’s down to the
operator to press the laser if he
thinks that someone’s speeding. 

Sometimes Mr Smith and the
other operators have to give
evidence in court, when
motorists query the validity of
the record, so they each have to
keep notes on where they have
been, what offences they
recorded, and when. 

The disks with the offences on
are taken back to the office and
decisions are made on whether
to prosecute. Disks that won’t be
used are destroyed.

Motorcyclists account for
about one in four of fatal and
serious injury collisions, but
just 1pc of all traffic. In the 12
months from January to
December 2007, 14 motorcyclists
were killed in the county and
126 seriously injured.

The partnership has ordered
two more cameras and vans and
the new equipment will soon be
sited at troublespots where
motorcycle casualties have
occurred. You have been warned.

Partnership bosses were keen to
lay to rest one particular rumour –
and that is that a motorcyclist
caught on speed camera zooming
along at 137mph last October was
a set-up.

After the clip was featured on the
Evening News website the story
was picked up by national
magazine Motorcycle News. 

That prompted the magazine’s
readers to suggest the rider
wearing a white helmet and high
visibility jacket was in fact a police
motorcyclist on an unmarked bike.

But John Fairey, manager of
Norfolk Safety Camera Partnership,

said: “It’s not us riding bikes or
anything like that. They’re real
people that are on the road
captured by our cameras. It’s
nothing simulated or set up. No, we
wouldn’t do that, it’s not ethical.”
